The only access to food is 
from a convenience store or a fast food 
restaurant. This is the reality for millions 
of Americans living in a "food desert." It is 
estimated that 23.5 million Americans 
live in a low-income area and more than 
one mile away from a supermarket or 
large grocery store. More than half of 
these people are part of the Asset 
Limited, Income Constrained, Employed  
(ALICE) population. This is where United 
We Feed is making a difference.
